RESEARCH PLAN AND DIRECTIONS

The CCHF will combine theoretical, computational and experimental
approaches to the design and study of new catalysts and catalytic
processes for the selective and low-temperature conversion of
hydrocarbons, particularly methane from natural gas, into liquid fuels and
for the use of methane in direct low-temperature fuel cells.
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
